Your Rights as a Parent:

Parents have a number of rights set out in the Children (Scotland) Act 1995. These exist in order to enable you to fulfil your parental responsibilities and can be legally withdrawn if you fail to fulfil them. 

In order to fulfil your responsibilities in relation to your child you have the right to:

· Administer the child’s property

· Act as the child’s legal representative
· Consent to medical treatment for the child
